Noon-  Camp Set-up begins, Registration Open.  Walk-Ons Allowed

8pm- Officer & NCO Call to discuss battle plans at Gazebo
8pm- Registration closes for the night. Reopens in the morning

BOUNTIES:   Bounties given to first 2 canon registered per side (2 Confederate, 2 Federal).  No mortars.  Possible bounties for cavalry depending on number of military horses registered that participate in battle.
Basic Guidelines for the Reenactment:
1)  Minors need to be under adult supervision at all times

2) Dogs allowed, but you must clean up after your pet. Dog must be current on Rabie's vaccination, not bite and not bark excessively. 

3) Cavalry must show copy of Coggins certificate at the Registration table and be gun-broke
4) Cavalry- although watering stations will be around Turkeyville, it is recommended you bring a small water trough or bucket for your horses to have in camp on the picket line.  Hay will be available. You may be able to quarter your horse in the Turkeyville Barn, please inquire upon arrival and check-in.
5) Please keep an eye on your firepit and re-sod it after you are done.  This is a working farm and tourist location, we want the ground to be suitable for use for many years to come.
6) Follow the Boy Scout trend: Leave your campsite better than you found it. Again, we want to keep this site clean so we can be invited back next year for another Civil War event. 
7) Everyone needs to sign a registration waiver or you will not be able to participate.
8) You must be 16 years or older to carry a black powder weapon (Michigan law)
9) Drummer boys, musicians, and flag bearers are welcomed and encouraged

10) Women in the ranks are welcome. We need to appear as a full force on the field. Must be disquised or playing an appropriate role (ie- vivandeiere, ice angel, nurse, powder monkey or disquised soldier)
11) NO projectiles, bullets, musket balls, or loading blocks will be carried at any time at the scene of an event.
12) Weapons must pass safety inspection by your commanding officers  & all safety procedures must be followed

13) Cavalry will not allow spectators, visitors, or the general  public to ride their horses.  Cavalry may give permission to reenactors to ride, but only with Cavalry/horse owner's permission and at their own risk!
14) Cavalry will follow the paths and roads with their horses and will not ride through military and civilian camps and will not ride through the parking lot (Owners do not want “Road Apples” where the public parks/walks) 
15) 11pm is ALL QUIET....please try to keep the noise down so everyone can sleep.
16) Be aware of the vehicles, traffic, ponds, potholes, wagons, goats, horses, turkeys, & other farm animals on site.
17) Possible Pyrotechnics will be used on site. Your commanding officer will go over the location and rules regarding the pyrotechnical devices in the ground.  Each device will be marked. Please do not disturb or dig up devices.  Pyrotechnics subject to change dependant on weather and funding.
18) Please observe any orders or rules given by both Turkeyville Staff and the Host Unit Staff

19) Don't forget to have fun! This is a great weekend and we are all together as one big family, re-living history, and passing down memories for generations to come!  :)
